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Is Summer Here Already? 
 

Does it feel like summer to you?  The other day it was in the 80 degree range 

and it sure felt like summer has arrived.  At this writing it is still May and yet I 

can feel that summer is just around the corner.  My calendar tells me that 

Summer begins on June 20th, but the weather tells me something different.  

This may all be because of global warming, but regardless the warm weather 

is here.   

 

It is interesting to me that as Buddhists when the weather turns warm it is the 

time we begin to devote more of our energies to acknowledge those who have 

gone before us.  Toward the end of Spring we commemorate Memorial Day 

with visits to the cemetery and in July and August we celebrate Obon.  Both 

events are times when we go home, we go to the cemetery. It is a time for all 

of us to return to our homes, and rekindle the memories, feelings and emotions 

that fill our lives and fulfill our lives as well.  It is a time to remind ourselves 

of what we have truly received from those whom we love the most.  

 

Here I want to share a story that some of our readers may have heard before, 

but it bears repeating at this time. A very successful merchant commissioned 

an artist to paint a picture of a carp.  He waited patiently, he waited and waited 

and heard nothing from the artist.  Then after a whole year had gone by, he 

lost his patience and went to see the artist.  He said, ñWhere is my picture!ò  

The artist replied, ñIt is not ready, please come back in six months.ò  The  

merchant left and returned as directed six months later.  ñWhere is my  

picture?ò he asked to which the artist replied, ñIt is not ready yet, come back 

in six months.ò 

 

This time the merchant got mad and demanded that the artist do the picture 

immediately.  So, the artist went to the back of his studio and took out his 

brush and paper and quickly drew a beautiful carp.  The merchant was 

astounded at the beauty of the picture.  It appeared as if the carp were alive 

and swimming.  

 

But the merchant was not grateful at all.  He shouted, ñIf you could do this in 

a matter of seconds, I donôt see why you had me wait so long!ò  The artist  

quietly took the merchant to the back of his studio. He opened a closet door, 

and then thousands of sheets of paper came falling out, each with a picture of 

a carp on it.

On the surface we may ask ourselves what is the purpose of the story?  I hope as we think about 

the story we can gain some insight into the intent of the artist and his life and what is important in 

his life.  We can also gain insight into the ignorance of the merchant.   

 

I recall going to my motherôs home after my dad had died and my siblings and I were trying to 

clear out some things in the home. Among all things that my dad had collected was an old slide 

projector.  I pulled it out and put it in the pile to be discarded.  A few minutes later I saw my  

mother pick up the projector and return it to the closet.  My first thought was it is just junk, taking 

up space and it is old.  How will we ever be able to clean out all this stuff if she keeps putting it 

back.  Then I noticed inside the same closet a box filled with slides that my father took, and it 

dawned on me the value my mother placed on the old slide projector.  It enabled her to see their 

travels, their gatherings, their life and memories in pictures that my father took.   

 

I was very much like the merchant, I was only looking at the surface and not at what was truly  

valuable and all that existed.  Now as I look back I think about those things and I donôt feel lonely 

or sad, but I feel gratitude and fortunate.  Summer brings us all home and the benefit of going 

home is to see the true value of my life.  Although my parents are gone, and the home is no longer 

ours, I visit the gravesite and am reminded of our home of homes with Amida Buddha.
